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To help prevent infection, especially for patients with weak
immune systems, please follow these rules:

e Visitors can bring food for patients. If the food needs to be
heated or stored, check it in at the front desk before taking
it to the patient’s room.

¢ Food that goes into a patient’s room must stay in the room.
Do not take it out to heat or store.

e Checked-in food is kept in a small nutrition room. Space is
limited. Please bring only 1 or 2 meals to store.

Food safety helps prevent infection.

e Food can be stored for up to 48 hours. After 48 hours, it will
be thrown away.

e Ask the care team before giving food to a patient. Some
patients cannot eat certain foods or may need to stop eating
before a procedure.
