Do these exercises while you are standing to help strengthen your
lower body.

For each exercise: Start with 1 set of 10 repetitions (reps), 3 times a
day. As you get stronger, work up to 2 sets of 15 reps 3 times a day.

Special note: If you have had recent surgery, check with your doctor
or physical therapist before starting these exercises.

Toe Raise

1. Stand with both feet flat on the floor,
shoulder width apart.

2. Hold onto a chair to help you balance.

3. Keep your heels on the floor and lift your
toes toward the ceiling.

4. Lower your toes to the floor.

Heel Raise

1. Stand with both feet flat on the floor,
shoulder width apart.

2. Hold onto a chair to help you balance.

3. Raise up on your toes, as far as you can
go.
4. Lower your feet to the floor.
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Hip Abduction

Stand. Hold onto a sturdy table or chair,
or a wall to help you balance.

Bring 1 leg out to the side. Keep your
knee straight and your toes pointing
forward.

Hip Flexion
