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Stopping Medicines Before Your
Neurosurgery
What you need to know

This handout lists medicines you can and cannot take in the days before
your neurosurgery.

Why do | need to stop taking some of my
medicines?

Some medicines may increase your risk of bleeding. These medicines
should be stopped before your surgery.

What should | do?

Read the section “Medicines to Stop Taking” on page 2. See if any of your
medicines are on the list of drugs that should be stopped.

If you are taking any of the drugs on the list:

o Talk with your surgeon before you
stop taking any prescribed
medicines. Make sure you know
which medicines to stop and when.

e Tell your PCP that you are having
neurosurgery, and that your
surgeon has told you to stop
taking some of your medicines

before the procedure. If you or
your PCP have questions, please

Medicines That Are OK to Take

If you use a type of medicine listed below, your surgery can proceed as
planned. But, please check with your surgeon to make sure that it is OK to
keep taking your medicine before and after your surgery.

Acetaminophen (Tylenol) o Steroids (ask your surgeon)

Contraceptives: Oral, patch, or ring
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
