¢ Birth control pills, patches, hormonal IUDs, rings,
injections, and implants may not work for 1 week after
you receive sugammadex.

e If you do not want to become pregnant:

For 7 days after receiving this drug, you will need to use
condoms, spermicidal jelly, or another non-hormonal form
of birth control. This is in addition to other birth control
methods you may be using.
